NCDs
are viewed as posing a challenge of epidemic proportion with
socio-economic and developmental implications, especially for
developing countries. Because 75% of global deaths from these
diseases occur among those over 60, the World Health
Organization recognizes global ageing as the primary driver of
NCD predominance in these countries.
